No utility quads at all.  Race or Sport Quads ONLY! 

Basic rules for the quads will be as follows               
EQUIPMENT RULES:
    No utility quads at all.  Race or Sport Quads ONLY! 
•All ATV’s must have a properly functioning Dead Man’s (tethered kill switch) device on them and attached to the rider at all times while riding.

•All ATV’s must have nerf bars.

•Flattrack tires only, with the exception that your rear tires are no more than a 1/4" lug height.  Meaning the tires that area not for Flattrack will be worn motocross tires.  With no more than 3/8" lug height for the fronts, again, if you are new at this, we can run you but you must have tires that fall into these rules.  

•No lights, tail lights or mirrors will be allowed.

RULES FOR THE RIDER:
The rider must wear the appropriate protective apparel.  Helmets, boots, gloves, long sleeved shirts and eye protection are required at all times.  Hiking boots and boots with heels are not allowed.
•All riders are responsible for the condition (brakes, kill switch, throttle operation, etc.) of their Off Road Vehicle and for determining safety of the racecourse/track.

•All riders must assess and ride to their own abilities based on the racecourse.

Basic safety equipment for rider and machine WORKING Tether pull off is a must.  
NO EXCEPTIONS we will check this out at the race.   

•If the machine you start the heat with is unable to start the main event, you may switch machines, but you will start on the penalty line.  You must notify the scorekeepers.  The machine that starts a race will be the same machine that finishes the race or you will be classified as a DNF (did not finish).

•Riders will be checked for the above equipment rules.
